
Calling up Mediums – by Braam Le Roux 
 
I was doing another bible study and the mentioning of calling a medium caught my attention. And so I 
thought I would see what God said about the calling of mediums to speak to the dead. 
 
The scripture that caught my attention was I Samuel 28: 3 – 16.  
 
3 Now Samuel was dead, and all Israel had mourned for him and buried him in his own town of 
Ramah. Saul had expelled the mediums and spiritists from the land. 
4 The Philistines assembled and came and set up camp at Shunem, while Saul gathered all Israel 
and set up camp at Gilboa. 5 When Saul saw the Philistine army, he was afraid; terror filled his 
heart. 6 He inquired of the LORD, but the LORD did not answer him by dreams or Urim or 
prophets. 7 Saul then said to his attendants, “Find me a woman who is a medium, so I may go and 
inquire of her.” 
“There is one in Endor,” they said. 
8 So Saul disguised himself, putting on other clothes, and at night he and two men went to the 
woman. “Consult a spirit for me,” he said, “and bring up for me the one I name.” 
9 But the woman said to him, “Surely you know what Saul has done. He has cut off the mediums 
and spiritists from the land. Why have you set a trap for my life to bring about my death?” 
10 Saul swore to her by the LORD, “As surely as the LORD lives, you will not be punished for this.” 
11 Then the woman asked, “Whom shall I bring up for you?” 
“Bring up Samuel,” he said. 
12 When the woman saw Samuel, she cried out at the top of her voice and said to Saul, “Why have 
you deceived me? You are Saul!” 
13 The king said to her, “Don’t be afraid. What do you see?” 
The woman said, “I see a ghostly figure[a] coming up out of the earth.” 
14 “What does he look like?” he asked. 
“An old man wearing a robe is coming up,” she said. 
Then Saul knew it was Samuel, and he bowed down and prostrated himself with his face to the 
ground. 
15 Samuel said to Saul, “Why have you disturbed me by bringing me up?” 
“I am in great distress,” Saul said. “The Philistines are fighting against me, and God has 
departed from me. He no longer answers me, either by prophets or by dreams. So I have called on 
you to tell me what to do.” 
16 Samuel said, “Why do you consult me, now that the LORD has departed from you and become 
your enemy? 
 
This scripture prompted me to find other scriptures relating to mediums. Below are a few scriptures that I 
found: 

1. Leviticus 19: 31, “Do not turn to mediums or seek out spiritists, for you will be defiled by them. I am 
the LORD your God”.

2. Leviticus 20: 6, 7 “I will set my face against anyone who turns to mediums and spiritists to prostitute 
themselves by following them, and I will cut them off from their people. Consecrate yourselves and 
be holy, because I am the LORD your God”. 

3. Isaiah 8: 19, 20, “ When someone tells you to consult mediums and spiritists, who whisper and 
mutter, should not a people inquire of their God? Why consult the dead on behalf of the 
living?  Consult God’s instruction and the testimony of warning. If anyone does not speak according 
to this word, they have no light of dawn”. 

4. II Kings 21: 6, “He sacrificed his own son in the fire, practiced divination, sought omens, and 
consulted mediums and spiritists. He did much evil in the eyes of the LORD, arousing his anger.” 

5. I Chronicles 10: 13, “ Saul died because he was unfaithful to the LORD; he did not keep the word of 
the LORD and even consulted a medium for guidance.” 

6. II Chronicles 33: 6, “He sacrificed his children in the fire in the Valley of Ben Hinnom, practiced 
divination and witchcraft, sought omens, and consulted mediums and spiritists. He did much evil in 
the eyes of the LORD, arousing his anger”. 

7. Deuteronomy 18: 12 – 12, “Let no one be found among you who sacrifices their son or daughter in 
the fire, who practices divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, 11 or casts 
spells, or who is a medium or spiritist or who consults the dead. 12 Anyone who does these things is 
detestable to the LORD; because of these same detestable practices the LORD your God will drive out 
those nations before you”. 

 
I find it very clear in the above scriptures that God does not want us to seek out or use mediums. The 
scriptures all speak for themselves.
